Class Size:  25 maximum (Grades k-3), 35 maximum (Grades 4-8)
Times:  Classes are o�ered, Tuesdays and Thursdays, from 9:00am-
12:00pm March-May.

Class Descriptions
Students will discover animal tracks and signs and will identify birds, 
reptiles, and mammals on short hikes at the Preserve.  Students will have 
the opportunity to visit unspoiled habitats characteristic of Sonoma 
County, and will learn basic ecological principals through hands-on 
activities. 

About Pepperwood
Pepperwood is a 3000-acre preserve which provides sanctuary for 14 
plant communities including oak woodland, Douglas �r forest, grass-
lands, chaparral, and tan oak-redwood forest.  There are almost 700 
species of plants, including 10 rare or endangered species.  The preserve 
has over 100 species of birds, and over 25 species each of reptiles, 
amphibians, and mammals.
